	Subject/ Theme
	Learning ideas and activities

	Literacy
	Writing for a purpose: Make an information page all about spring or a topic of your choice. Use simple sentences to write about and tell people about the season of spring. 
On your information page include; a title, labelled pictures, captions and short sentences and a ‘did you know box’. 

	Maths 
	Number: Counting backwards – Practise counting backwards from different numbers. Use the stairs and count backwards from 20 as you jump down the stairs. Make a number line with chalk outside and practise landing on and counting backwards from different numbers. Counting games and recognition of numbers beyond 20 on mathletics and Numbots. 

Shape: 3D shape hunt – Look around the house and garden for common 3D shapes; Spheres, cubes, cuboids, cones, cylinders etc... Can you find objects that are these shapes? Make a Tally chart and record how many of each shape you see and find. 

	Understanding the world (UW)
	Spring started on the 20th March. This is known as spring equinox when day and night are the same length.
Talk about the changes we can start to see in the season e.g. leaves starting to appear on trees, insects starting to reappear, weather changing, blossom and bulbs emerging. Also discuss the fact that the clothes we will need to wear will start to change over the next few weeks.

Take a picture of the first signs of spring in your garden or take a picture of a winter outfit versus a spring outfit.


	Physical development (PD)
	Gross motor: We’re going on a bear hunt obstacle course:  Retell and listen to the story of were going on a bear hunt. In your garden use, different equipment and obstacles to retell the story. Find things to go over, under, through etc… you could use tunnels, cones, logs, cardboard boxes etc. Make the obstacle course and practise using it before telling the story as you move around it. Can your family do it with you and send a video of everyone doing the obstacle course. 

	Art and design ( EAD) 
	We’re going on a bear hunt character puppets – Use lollypop sticks, cardboard or other materials to make the characters from were going on a bear hunt. Draw each character and cut around them carefully to make puppets for retelling the story.
