Go to www.oxfordowl.co.uk to read ‘Incredible Animals.’ Look at the words in the glossary. Can you explain what these words mean? Do you know what an index is used for? What do you notice about the order of the words?
Can you find out about an incredible animal? Can you explain what makes it incredible? Perhaps you could make a book of incredible animals with a little known fact for each one e.g. why giraffes have dark coloured tongues.
Words of the week: take, gave, time. These could be used as passwords on doors or with any of the activities mentioned in our ‘spellings’ powerpoint on the Year 1 home learning page.
Phonemes to revise:  (using activities mentioned in the ‘phonics games’ powerpoint on the home learning page)
oi (coin)/oy (toy) 
u/ue/ue/u-e/u-e

	Maths
	Time – Sing the ‘days of the week’ song. 
https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=3tx0rvuXIRg  Can you say the days of the week in order? How about the months of the year? 
Keep a diary to show what you have done at different times of the day. (see our diary sheet on the home learning page.) Have a look at the clock to see what time different things happen in your house e.g. meal times, bedtime. 
Experience different lengths of time e.g. How many star jumps can you do in a minute? What sorts of activities could you do in half an hour? Or one hour? Use a stopwatch to time how long it takes you to eat your breakfast.
Can you draw 6 pictures to show the order of things that you have to do when you wake up in the morning e.g. get out of bed, have a shower, have breakfast….?

	Science, History or Geography
	Science – Can you find out about all the different parts of a tree? (see powerpoint on home learning page) What is the function of each part? Which animals live in trees? 
Can you find out about ‘deciduous’ and ‘evergreen’ trees? (see powerpoint) Can you collect and sort leaves into these 2 categories? If not can you cut and stick pictures? (see home learning page)
History/ICT – When we were in school we looked at differences between toys you have now and toys from the 1960s. One of the differences is that some toys have internet connections and some people play games online. Talk with adults in your family to discuss what being online means, what personal information is and the importance of keeping this safe. Can you make an online safety poster? Maybe you can put this up next to your computer to remind everyone in your house how important this is.

	Art - Can you make an Easter nest cake? (see recipe on home learning page)
Can you make a picture of an animal that is camougflaged? (See the powerpoint on ‘animals and camouflage’ and another on ‘camouflage art.’)
Music – Learn and sing Hot Cross Buns. There are words in the folder of look online for songs so you can sing along. Once you know the song rally well try keeping a steady beat 1, 2, 3, 4 by clapping or using homemade instruments at home, e.g. two wooden spoons or a spoon on a saucepan! Then try and do a pat-a-cake clap as you sing. Can you try singing it with other people in your house in a round. One person starts, then the other starts singing after the second ‘hot cross buns’. You could record your singing and send it to us to hear! Happy singing!
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
