	English
	- Please continue to practise your cursive handwriting.
- Continue to go through the Phase 2 and 3 sounds.
- Continue to practise reading the Phase 2 and 3 Tricky words.  Then have a go at spelling them. (Google https://www.phonicsplay.co.uk/), https://www.bbc.co.uk/iplayer/episodes/b01cz0p1/alphablocks and Tricky word song https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=TvMyssfAUx0)
- Read lots of books or let someone older than you read a book to you.  Can you answer questions from the story or information book?
- Practise writing your name.  What about your surname?

	- Please continue to practise writing your numerals – extend to numbers up to 30.
- Can you identify numbers up to 30 and sequence them correctly?
 – Can you count out different amounts of objects?
- Watch Numberblocks https://www.bbc.co.uk/cbeebies/shows/numberblocks  or google Top Marks for maths games  https://www.topmarks.co.uk/maths-games/5-7-years/counting.
- Use language related to weight- heavy and light- Will heavy/light things sink or float? Reasoning.  
- Addition and subtraction using teen values.


	Science, History or Geography or PSE
	- Talk about forces and explain how different vehicles move.
- Test some toy cars.  Which travel the furthest down a ramp?
- Floating and sinking investigations –How does a boat float? Pick some items, predict if they will sink or float. Test them.  Record findings in a simple way.


	Physical Education
	- Follow Joe’s PE (The Body Coach) on Youtube, play in your garden.  We would now normally be practising your Sports Day, so why not have a go at some of the races we would be doing, such as the egg and spoon race (place a small ball on a spoon and try to run with it.  Hurdles, practise jumping over sticks laid on the ground.  Running races run with your family or try and run a relay..  Fancy dress put on different clothes as you run along. Go for a walk with your family.

	- Continue with the Lego challenge.
- Do a puzzle.
