Phonics
	A lot of you have been into school to meet Mrs Martin and Mrs McDowell who will be your new teachers at St Edmunds in September. 

It would be lovely if you could write a letter to them to bring in with you when you come back to school. You could write about who is in your family, who you like to play with, the kind of activities you like to do at home and what kind of things you like to learn about. We know that your new teachers in year 2 would love to read them.

Talk about your family – who is part of your family? Each family is unique. This means it is one of a kind. Talk about similarities and differences between your family and other families you know. Draw and label a picture of the people in your family.

What other family do you belong to? We all belong to God’s family. Can you remember what we talked about in school about being born into God’s family through baptism?
Look at the prayers on the powerpoint and say them together with your family. Maybe you could have a go at writing your own prayer to give thanks for your family. Have a look at the powerpoint to get some ideas from these thank you prayers.
