All pupils complete the daily mile. Children have access to a range of play equipment to encourage physical activity at lunch times and all children have access to 2 hours PE and Games a week in curriculum time.

PE, school sport and physical activities were celebrated in school newsletters and Friday celebration assemblies.  Match reports were also written by competing students.

We have more provision of sports than before as part of an increase in the number of clubs available after school, with free sessions available to Pupil Premium children.  This was done in collaboration with a local sports company who provided sports such as archery, fencing amongst several others.  Children have access to different sporting opportunities during PE lessons led by class teachers.

Pupils were participating in more external events and we were on track to achieve the Silver Mark in the School Sports Mark, due to the Corona Virus epidemic, schools received their previous grading.

All children in Years 5 and 6 compete in a minimum of 1 Intra-house competitions per term, linked to the school games values.
