denominator the number of equal parts the whole is divided 
into 

equal the same 

equivalent fraction fractions with different numerators and 
denominators that show the same part of the 
whole 

fraction a part of a whole 

half ½  One part of a whole that is divided into 2 equal 
parts 

mixed number a whole number and a fraction e.g 1½   

numerator the number of equal parts there are 

Quarter ¼  one part of a whole that is divided into 4 equal 
parts 

third 1/3  one part of a whole that is divided into 3 equal 
parts
